Comments from the Floor on Agenda items or any othe ritems: Patty Napgazak (insert address) stated that her
concern with California Avenue, is that the road should stay where it currently is and applying the final layer of asphalt.

Dan Napgezak of W348 N6079 California Avenue questioned the Board about if a home owners association were to be
created by the California Avenue residents, would the Board be willing to give the Association the money to finish
California Avenue.

Attorney Tim Langor introduced himself as representation for Mr. Forseth of W349 N6049 California Avenue and stated
that he would be willing to answer any questions that the Board may have.

It was
noted that Administrator/Planner Herrmann can draft a letter to Waukesha County addressing the issues.

Husak made a motion to approve the ordinance relating to the definition of high water on Lake Lac La Belle.
